We need to find a total of £11,500 to pay for this equipment. We are considering supplying specially adapted vans for one of the services at Cheltenham General. If the Trustees consider this necessary we will need another £20,000.

Our beloved Standish Hospital has gone but the Gloucestershire Chest Fund continues but can only do so with your help.
